Lasting Power of Attorney.

I refer to our meeting on the                  when you instructed me to draft a Lasting Power of Attorney.    
You will find the Lasting Power of Attorney enclosed for your approval.    The Lasting Power of Attorney is a legal process by which you hand over to someone else the power to decide what is done with your financial affairs and property.   Your Attorney(s) can use the powers straight away if that is what you want or you can make it clear that the Lasting Power of Attorney is only to be used if you become unable to manage your affairs in the future.

You have instructed me to appoint              to be your Attorney(s).

A Lasting Power of Attorney is a very powerful document and it will give your Attorneys complete control over your money and property.   If you are mentally incapable you are unlikely to be able to check what your Attorney(s) are/is doing.  It is, therefore, important that you trust your Attorney(s) to act in your best interests.

The Lasting Power of Attorney I have drafted will give your Attorney(s) general authority.  This means that he/she/they will be able to do anything you could do.   You can add restrictions and conditions if you want.   If you add restrictions, however, it may be necessary for the Office of the Public Guardian to be appointed to deal with matters not covered by the Lasting Power of Attorney.

The Lasting Power of Attorney can only be used after it has been registered at the Office of the Public Guardian.  An application to register the document can be made either by you or by your Attorney(s).   If an application is made provision has been made in the Lasting Power of Attorney for                         to be notified of the application.

I have drafted the Lasting Power of Attorney which you will find enclosed.  Please check through the document.   You will have to sign the document in my presence and I will then have to provide a certificate confirming that I have been through the document with you and that you understand its contents.   The Lasting Power of Attorney will then have to be signed by your Attorney(s).
I have also drafted an Application to Register the Power of Attorney and Notices for service on                   which you will also find enclosed for your approval.  I will ask you to sign these documents when we meet so that I can issue the application as soon as the Lasting Power of Attorney has been signed by you and your Attorney(s).   

My costs in dealing with the Lasting Power of Attorney and the registration application will be £175 + VAT and there is a registration fee of £130.
